COURSE CONTENT: Three not-to-be-missed Encyclicals of Pope John Paul Il which, taken together, present his teaching
on the Holy Trinity:

1. Redemptor Hominis (The Redeemer of Man). Treats Christ, God the Son.

2. Dives In Misericordia (Rich In Mercy). Treats God the Father.

3. Dominum et Vivicantem (The Lord & Giver of Life). Treats God the Holy Spirit.

HOW WE STUDY

THE ENCYCLICALS: By way of prayer. The prayer called Lectio Divina. This ancient-and-modern form of prayer will be
explained.

HOW TO REGISTER: a) In a hurry! The class will be limited to 10 participants in the following way: | purchased the
books you will need, and for which you will reimburse me at a discount. For this plan to work, a
participating married couple will be counted as one participant sharing the same book. Obviously, a
single participant (married or not) will be one person. | am choosing this plan so we will all be on
the same page as we do lectio divina. (This plan excludes using electronic reading, or reading from
another book that prints the Encyclicals we are studying.)

b) The simple part of registering for the course: Mail, or take to the Cathedral office, an index card
containing your name, address, and telephone number.

Put the money
in an envelope with your name on the outside.
